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1. Introduction
This document proposes questions for the informal show of hands on EPC functional grouping, especially for the open interface between the 3GPP anchor and the SAE anchor.
2. Proposal
The terms are defined to be used for the questions. Note that the definitions may different from what are defined in the current version of TR 23.882, and it is intended to use the following definitions only for the questions in this document.
3GPP anchor: a functional entity which anchors the user plane for mobility between the 2G/3G access system and the LTE access system. 
 SAE anchor: a functional entity that anchors the user plane for mobility between 3GPP access systems and non-3GPP access systems.
Proposed questions
1. Shall a fully featured open interface between the 3GPP anchor and the SAE anchor be standardized for the non-roaming architecture? (Yes/No/Not ready to decide)
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
