IUT without establishing a Collaborative Session between IMS UEs and CS UEs
IUT without establishing a Collaborative Session from the IMS UE to the CS UE via the CS/IMS Intermediate Node (e.g. the MSC Server enhanced for ICS) is performed as following:

1. 
Using the procedure of “Inter‑UE Transfer without establishing a Collaborative Session” as specified in TS 23.237 [2] subclause 6a.2, with the difference that the target IMS UE (UE-2) in that information flow is replaced by the CS/IMS Intermediate Node;

2. 
The CS/IMS Intermediate Node establishes the session with the transferred media flow(s) towards the CS UE, using the ICS terminating session establishment procedures for non ICS UE or UE unable to use ICS UE capabilities as specified in TS 23.292 [3].
NOTE: 
For the media flow which is not supported by the CS access network and thus can not be transferred to the CS UE, the network may remove the media flow or keep the media flow in the source IMS UE based on local policy.
When the above transfer is completed the session is transferred to the CS UE as a new ICS session, which is anchored in the SCC AS.
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
