6.x.1
Description

In this solution ANDSF rules are enhanced to enable the operator to provide policies that associate to the type of technology also the identity of the service provider or network (e.g. PLMN ID). 

The ANDSF MO in 3GPP TS 24.312 is extended. At present the MO indicates the priority/preference of access technologies according to the following leaf.

It is proposed to modify this leaf in order to enable the operator to indicate:

·  the identity of the network operating the access technology (e.g. PLMN ID for 3GPP, service provider for WLAN) 

· The network accessible through the access technology. In case of WLAN, this can be a PLMN ID or a service provider identity

Note 1: the details of the coding of the service provider identity is for stage 3 to define, and relates to the work in the NS_WLAN work on integrating the ANDSF MO and the Hotspot 2.0 MO.

This enables the operator to define policies indicating e.g. that WLAN providing access to PLMN A has higher priority than 3GPP from PLMN B, and that 3GPP PLMN B has higher priority of any other WLAN.

Such information can be provided together with e.g. the RAT type defined in other solutions.

When evaluating ANDSF rules, the device shall consider the specific identity of the access technology the device is connected to. 

The solution does not introduce any new functionality in the RAN or the core network.
