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1. Overall Description:

TSG SA2 would like to thank 3GPP2 TSG-SX for their LS on MSISDN Delivery for 3GPP2 network (attached as S2-130019). 
SA2 would also like to inform CT4 that they have reviewed the LS and found a lack of specification for the delivery of a UE's MSISDN to the PGW in the case of trusted non-3GPP access. 
MSISDN delivery has no impact on stage 2 specifications, as SA2 do not require all the parameters to be mentioned in the stage 2, and in particular, for this case, MSISDN in their call flows. However, SA2 has found that, although TS 29.061 specifies that the PGW may need MSISDN for its accounting exchange with a AAA server from Rel-8 onwards for both 3GPP and non-3GPP accesses, stage 3 specifications (e.g. TS 29.273 and TS 29.275) only cover the non-3GPP access scenario from Rel-11 onwards. 

SA2 agrees that an alignment of non-3GPP access as to that for 3GPP access is desirable from Rel-8 onwards. However, SA2 sees it as a functional change as per Rel-11 handling of this function (e.g. C4-122166, CR#259).
2. Actions:

To 3GPP2 TSG-SX.

SA2 would like to ask 3GPP2 to take the above conclusion into consideration.
To CT4 group.

ACTION: 
SA2 kindly asks CT4 to take into account the request from 3GPP2 in their specifications, knowing that it is desirable from Rel-8 onwards even if seen as a functional change.
