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Background

Now that the SA2-CN1 Drafting session has agreed to recommend SIP as the Multimedia Call Control Protocol for R2000 there is a lot of very urgent work to be done within the S2 and N1 working groups on enhancements to SIP and coordinating liaison with the IETF. S2 and N1 currently have much additional work to consider that detracts from the essential work on SIP for release 2000.  In order to progress the work most rapidly, and to ensure the coordinated approach to review of, and enhancements to SIP, aspects of which may be spread across several working groups, a focused group of multimedia call control specialists needs to be created to explicitly accomplish this vital single task.

Proposal

It is proposed that an AD Hoc working group be established composed of core S2 and N1 members plus members of other working groups as necessary to develop the R2000 enhancements to SIP and to drive the liaison with the IETF and perform the necessary drafting and recommendations. The AD Hoc would coordinate with the S2 and N1 working group sessions and would organize additional meetings as necessary.
