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Background

Tdoc S2-000760 “Support of Services Whilst Roaming” by Lucent was approved at the SA2 drafting meeting in Stockholm 9-11 May, 2000. The intention of that contribution was to clarify that operators with the intention to support CAMEL in the IM domain need a CAP interface at the home CSCF for roaming purposes.

With regards to the roaming model that has started to be somewhat stable in S2 (after May 2000), and especially the fact that the means for service provisioning have not been decided upon, AT&T see a need to update the this text in order to avoid misunderstandings: The agreed text in S2-000760 is unfortunately slightly ambiguous and unclear on whether a CAP interface must be applied at the home CSCF and in the worst case the reader can interpret the text to mandate CAMEL support.

Proposal

For the reasons mentioned above, AT&T proposes to change the current text in Section 4.2.1 in TS 23.228 as follows:

4.2.1.1 Support of CAMEL

It shall be possible for an operator to offer access to services based on the CSE for its IM subsystem subscribers.  This shall be supported by a CAP interface to the serving CSCF. 

Note: There is no requirement for any operator to support CAMEL services for their IM subsystem subscribers.

It shall be possible for a home network to provide support for CAMEL based services to a subscriber roaming in a network that does not support CAMEL on the IM Subsystem or does not support the required capability set.  To achieve this, the home operator shall support the CAP capable serving CSCF in the home network.

Note: this requirement means that operators are not required to support CAMEL for inbound roamers in the IM subsystem.

Note 2: this requirement does not prevent support of a CAP capable serving CSCF in the visited network.
