The document contains a problem statement for when there is a need to handle terminals without Mobile IP functionality in step 3. A solution using surrogate registrations is sketched.

Discussion: There might be some issues to solve to support non-transparent access to intranets. These need to be studied in more detail.

Conclusion: Section 12.2.1 and 12.2.1.1 were approved. Section 12.2.1.2, paragraph 1-6 was approved. The last approved paragraph is “Thus all changes have to occur within the PLMN CN.”. “These are FFS.” will be added.

Tdoc s2m99054, source Telia: Brief description of Mobile IP step 3

Discussion: How to support non-Mobile IP terminals was discussed. The solutions are either with surrogate registrations or with GTP.

Conclusion: Approved in principle. Since the document could not be distributed due to printer failure, a cleaned up version will be distributed on the S2 mailing list July 21 at lunch and comments are accepted until July 22 at lunch.
