Key Issue #X: Initial access Authentication and Authorization for UE Onboarding between UE and SNPN
5.X.1
Introduction
The key issue addresses the authentication and authorization aspects of UE onboarding for SNPN in key issue #4 in TR 23.700-07 [ZZ].

TR 23.700-07 [ZZ] is studying UE identification, support of exposure API, network selection, authentication, and authorization procedure for UE and SNPN, and architecture enhancement to enable provisioning of SNPN credentials for primary authentication and SNPN configurations to enable SNPN access.

Especially, the procedure for UE onboarding between UE and SNPN before the UE's SNPN  are provisioned is to be studied in this specification. 
The assumption is that the UE has not been provisioned SNPN subscriptions and cannot select 
and been authenticated by the SNPN.
The following scenarios need to be considered:

UE has been provisioned PLMN subscription or not, i.e., the UE can register on the PLMN operator or not.
