	This document is aimed to inform ITU-T SG13, SG17, SG20 and 3GPP on the initiation of new work item Q.Pro-Trust.

ITU-T Study Group 11 would like to inform ITU-T SG13, SG17, SG20 and 3GPP SA3 on current ITU-T SG11 activities related to the improvement of the signalling network security. A new work item Q.Pro-Trust “Signalling procedures and protocols for enabling interconnection between trustable network entities in support of existing and emerging networks” was initiated during SG11 virtual meeting in July 2020.
This draft new Recommendation defines the signalling procedures and protocols involved in reference points of TSa, Sa and Sc defined in ITU-T Q.3057 for interconnection between trustable network entities in support of existing and emerging networks.
The baseline text of Q.Pro-Trust is available in SG11-TD1400/GEN.
ITU-T SG11 looks forward to collaborating closely with SG13, SG17, SG20 and 3GPP SA3 on this subject.
