Rationale

As illustrated in the AMF re-allocation conference call, different verticals may have different requirement on network slicing isolation. In some cases, a network slice may have weaker trust relations to other slices than those between NFs in legacy networks. This network slice enforces stricter policies on exchange and/or usage of security context. Therefore, isolation is limitation on exchange and/or usage of security context.
This contribution proposes the definition of Network Slicing Isolation to the TR 33.864, as below
Network Slicing Isolation: Enforced policies which limit exchange and/or usage of security context among network slices.
The detailed security requirements of Network Slicing Isolation need to be studied in this study item and to be documented in the TR 33.864. A separate pCR proposes the key issue on Network Slicing Isolation and its related security requirements.
R2 accepts the concept that NS Isolation is the relationship between two mutually untrusted slices, rather than the property of one slice. So the definition is reworded accordingly.
