Conclusion on KI #4

For the KI #4 on relation between the subscriber and the end-users, it is concluded that:

The user consent is obtained from the end-users. The end-users may be the subscriber or may authorize the subscriber to provide consent on behalf of the end-users or the end-users are authorized by the subscriber to provide the consent. How authorization is provided between the subscriber and the users is out-of-scope of 3GPP.

End-users cannot retroactively make the user consent setting more permissive, i.e.,  If end-user accept processing of data for purpose 1, and later also accept purpose 2 (making the consent more permissive), the data collected before end-user have given consent for purpose 2 can not be used for purpose 2. If end-user revoke consent for purpose 1 (making your consent setting more restrictive), that also applies to data collected before the change in consent setting.
