Key issue details

Triggering a primary authentication obviously leads to signalling overhead and causes a refresh of the entire key hierarchy impacting both core and access security. The situation will be bad if the AUSF and the UDM handles the request for authentication evey time, and it will be worse if more than one request is received in a very short period.

To reduce the impact, it needs to study how to reduce the impact on the signalling overhead and the entire key hierarchy when Home Network triggered authentication is supported by the 5GC.

Security threats

If the UDM or the AUSF handles the request for primary authentication everytime without determing and if the more than one request is received in a very short of periord, the signalling overhead inside 5GC may happen.

Potential security requirements

The 5GS should reduce the impact on the signalling overhead when Home Network triggered authentication is supported.
