3	Rationale
In [1], few solutions have been considered and evaluated for KI#3 (Network detection of false base stations). However, none of the solution offer substantial benefit(s) over the existing solutions for network based false base station detection (e.g., Annex E of the 3GPP TS 33.501) that use existing 5G features such as measurement reports, SON/MDT, etc.
Therefore, we propose to conclude that no normative work is required for the KI #3.
4	Detailed proposal
It is proposed that SA3 approve the below pCR for inclusion in the TR 33.809 [1].
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Following conclusions are made on Key Issue #3 “Network detection of false base stations”:
-	It is concluded that no additional normative work is required for the Network detection of false base stations.
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
