- All SIP messages to or from atargeted subscriber, and all SIP messages executed on behalf of atargeted
subscriber for multi-media session control are intercepted by the P CSCF and S CSCF and sent to DF2. The
target identifier used to trigger the intercept will aso be sent with the SIP message. P CSCF event reports may be
redundant with S CSCF event reports when the P CSCF and S CSCF reside in the same network, however, this
standard does not require nor prohibit redundant information from being reported to DF2.
