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Decision/action requested: (Mandatory if Decision box is checked, optional otherwise)
1. TISPAN to send a liaison to 3GPP (using the enclosed draft LS as a baseline).
The supporting organizations of this contribution recognize activities within ETSI TISPAN WG7 to standardize a solution for Single-Sign On for Early IMS deployment.

We strongly believe that a Liaison letter from TISPAN WG7 to 3GPP SA3 is absolutely necessary to achieve sound coordination and alignment with Early-IMS work done in SA3. Such coordination should occur prior to starting actual standardization work. We identify evidence that the TISPAN proposed concept of a new SAA “Service Access Architecture” shows strong similarities to the Generic Bootstrapping Architecture (GBA) as developed and further maintained by SA3. Without proper coordination between TISPAN and 3GPP, we fear industry and market confusion due to uncontrolled standards variations, interoperability problems, and security imperfections. We identify further likewise interests become known recently by other standardization groups such as the OpenIPTV Forum on those use cases and solutions (see TISPAN07(10)0031_LS_from_Open_IPTV_Forum), and from OMA, and presumably from ITU-T SG13 for all which a broader coordination appears very urgently necessary.
We believe 3GPP seems the natural place for this kind of work to be performed for two reasons, but leave it to 3GPP to decide on work arrangements and cooperation mode: 

a) the proposed kind of work seems something like an extension to the GBA concept, and, as GBA is under the responsibility of 3GPP, 3GPP shall be involved;

b) one starting point of this work seems Early IMS deployment. We would like to continue the successful TISPAN cooperation in the context of Common IMS. We acknowledge that Common IMS specifically includes work on HTTP digest authentication which was shifted from TISPAN to 3GPP.

We kindly advise TISPAN to consider liaising with other SDOs on this matter as well, such as for example 3GPP, OMA, OpenIPTVForum, ITU-T SG13, and ITU-T SG17.
