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1. Introduction

This document contains information about the TSG SA #61 outcome on SA3 submissions, and information on SA discussions and issues relevant for SA3 work.

2. SA #61 Outcome on SA3 Submissions

All our CRs were approved without modifications. 

Our revision of the system-wide WID on Group Communication System Enablers for LTE was approved without modifications in SP-130397.

Our revision of the system-wide WID on “Web Real Time Communication (WebRTC) Access to IMS “ was approved with modifications. The modification aims to clarify the scope of the work on authentication mechanisms. For details, please take a look at the final WID, approved in SP-130484.

Our privacy SID, Study on Subscriber Privacy Impact in 3GPP, was approved without modifications in SP-130399.

3. SA #61 Outcome on SA3-LI Submissions

All CRs were approved without modifications.

The revised WID proposal on “Lawful Interception Rel-12” was approved in SP-130400. 

4. WLAN

SA received an LS from the Wi-Fi Roaming Task Force on Signalling Optimisation (SP-130338). The LS mainly talks about WLAN authentication signalling, so it is forwarded to us. SA1 is also looking into this LS, and might provide some reply. The SA1 chair tries to handle this early in San Francisco, so that we can potentially take any SA1 reply LS into account in our work.

5. Proximity-based Services (ProSe)

SA1 submitted a CR that corrects security requirements in their TS. The CR was approved in the CR pack in SP-130412.

6. Approved WIDs with Security Aspects

SA1 submitted a new WID on “WID for Service Exposure and Enablement Support (SEES)”. The security aspect section states: “Any necessary security analysis will be undertaken by SA3”. The new WID was approved in SP-130505.

SA1 submitted a new SID on “Study on Co-ordinated P-GW change for SIPTO”. The security aspect section states: “To be addressed with SA3”. The new SID was approved in SP-130417.

SA1 submitted a new SID on “Study on enhancements for infrastructure based data communication between devices”. The security aspect section states: “Privacy and security implications of the discovery functionality will be investigated. Security implications of setting up data communications from one device to another device will be investigated”. The new SID was approved in SP-130418.

SA2 submitted a new WID on “Network Provided Location Information for IMS (TWAN case)”. The security aspect section states: “The network provided information shall be securely delivered to the IMS nodes requesting as already defined by NWK-PL2IMS”. The new WID was approved in SP-130393. 

10. Rel-12 Status and Prioritization

A main part of SA #61 was used for discussion on Rel-12 and prioritization. As an outcome, quite few changes to the current scope were made. However, further prioritization might be made at SA #62 in December. Detailed plans for SA2 work in Rel-12 are found in SP-130506.

SA #61 kept the stage 2 freeze target as December 2012. This will be re-evaluated at SA #62 in December. 

It is unlikely that we would be able to complete work that has SA2 dependencies until December. This means that we need to provide exception sheets to SA #62 for all Rel-12 work that we have are not able to finish at SA3 #73. It is expected that we need exception sheets for at least ProSe, GCSE, WebRTC and WLAN_NS.  Depending on the progress at SA3 #73, we might need exception sheets also for the other work we do in Rel-12 (MTCe, PWS, …).

In order to focus and align as much as possible with SA2, delegates are asked to closely follow the progress of work at SA2 #99, which is held 23-27 September. Specifically, delegates are asked to monitor the progress on MTCe_SDDTE. SA2 #98 could not reach any conclusion on Key issue 5.1.1, Efficient small data transmissions.

9. Improvements to working methods

A CR pack with changes to TS 21.801 (Specification drafting rules) was approved in SP-130365. Please take into account these changes (Use of colour and other text decoration, Permissible file formats) when preparing CRs and TRs/TSs.
