Summary of the discussions

Normative WID

The session started with the discussion on the proposed WID for normative work. The three open issues to solve for this evening session were pilot node selection, TS or TR status for the output documents, rapporteur and timeline. 

After the presentation of S3-130983 on pilot node selection, it was agreed to start with the MME as the pilot network product class. It was then discussed whether outputs document should be TR 33.9XX or TS. For the SAS, following the advice we received from MCC on normative language in TR and TS this week, we decided to go for a TS as we will need normative language in the SAS. The same question arises for the TR describing the scheme. As the document is expected to be a descriptive document it was decided to go with a TR 9XX series. It it appears that it becomes difficult to write this document
It was agreed to minute the following in the SA3 meeting report:

“In the SECAM normative WID, SA3 will start with a 9xx serie TR for the third output document “Security Assurance scheme for 3GPP Network Products”. This document might be upgraded to a TS as needed if the use of normative language becomes necessary”   

On the schedule, several companies had the feeling that 3 meeting cycles was too short and it was agreed to extend all the output documents delivery dates of 1 plenary meeting.
Finally there were discussions on the need to take regulatory requirements into account in the work. It was reminded that regulatory requirements are always taken into account in SA3 work. However the goal from SECAM is to come to an industry baseline and to avoid market fragmentation in this matter.
Split of work and attribution of the development and lifecycle requirement writing in GSMA

Orange presented a contribution to align the current TR text with the split of work (development requirements in GSMA) that was discussed in the SA3 mailing list and the incoming LS from GSMA. 

 Huawei wanted to inform GSMA about this endorsement from SA3 and the reply LS was updated accordingly.
Skeleton of the new TR on the scheme:
NSN presented the skeleton for the new TR describing the SECAM scheme. Improvement on a title of section 7 was approved.
Merge of documents

Contributions on the comparison table between CC and methodology 2 were merged into a common contribution. Contributions on BVT were also merged.

Communication with CCRA

CESG proposed to send an LS to CCRA to inform them of the progress of our work and to stay informed of the evolution of CC. It was questioned whether 3GPP already have official liaison with CCRA. It was also questioned what the benefits would be to liaise with CCRA compared to using regular company channels as all the documents are public anyway. It was decided to first postpone this liaison with CCRA until the points above are solved.
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
