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1 Rationale
Objectives of WID on New Radio (NR) Access Technology including [1]: 
· defining the UE state machine and transitions including RRC_IDLE, RRC_CONNECTED and RRC_INACTIVE;
· Mobility in RRC_CONNECTED and RRC_INACTIVE;
Therefore, key issues relating to INACTIVE mobility and RRC state transitions should be addressed in phase I.
Key Issue #4.4 is the security aspects of RRC_INACTIVE mobility procedure. However, detailed steps for Intra-NR and Inter-RAT haven’t been decided by RAN2. Hence, it is suggested that solutions for KI #4.4 should be considered after RAN2 decides the mobility message flow.
Key Issue #4.7 describes forward security requirement when an INATIVE mode UE transits to RRC CONNECT state by connecting a new (another) gNB. As stated in TR38.804, number of steps for each RRC procedure and the corresponding RRC message will be decided in the work item phase. Corresponding to RAN2, solutions for KI #4.7 should be considered at the work item phase.
