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1. Overall Description:

At a joint meeting between SA3 and SA6 in Gothenburg (SA3#90 and SA6#21, S6-180382), and in a previous LS, SA3 highlighted that MCPTT calls setup using the following procedures could not be secured in the MC system:

1. ‘Temporary group call - user regroup’ procedure in Clause 10.6.2.8 of TS 23.379, and

2. 'Temporary group – broadcast group call' procedure defined in Clause 10.6.2.5.3 of TS 23.379

SA3 notes that in both SA1's and SA3's requirements it is mandatory that it is possible to secure all communications. These procedures cannot create secure communications. Hence SA3 kindly requests that SA6 removes these call flows from its Release 14 and Release 15 specifications.
