Overall description
CT1 noted below mandatory AMF behaviour as specified by below SA3 text in TS 33.501 subclause 6.12.3:
"Upon receiving network triggered Service Request message from the UE (i.e., Service Request message sent by the UE in response to a Paging message), the AMF shall use a UE Configuration Update procedure to send a new 5G-GUTI to the UE. This UE Configuration Update procedure shall be used before the current NAS signalling connection is released, i.e., it need not be a part of the Service Request procedure because doing so delays the Service Request procedure."

SA3 currently specifies that the UE Configuration Update procedure need not be a part of the ongoing Service Request procedure to avoid delay, but nothing stated related to the pending MT 5GSM signalling which could have triggered such Service Request procedure. When the UE is paged for MT 5GSM signalling, if the UE Configuration Update procedure to allocate a new 5G-GUTI is performed first, the 5GSM signalling can only be sent after the completion of the procedure.

Hence CT1 would like to ask SA3: Is it ok to perform UE Configuration Update procedure to reallocate a new 5G-GUTI after the completion of MT 5GSM signalling in order to avoid delays to the MT 5GSM signalling?
