SA WG3 

Alex Leadbeater reported on the ad hoc meeting of this group in Sophia Antipolis, 28-30 September, which focused on media security. He said that SA3LI09_087 was a liaison to SA3 LI in response to SA3 LI’s LS regarding IMS Media Security LI requirements which raised the difficult issue of mid call interception. Further discussion will take place under Agenda items 6 and 11.1.

The Alcatel Lucent IETF proposal for IBAKE (Identity-Based Authenticated Key Agreement) progressed in TS 33.828.

He noted two new items for consideration by SA3 LI: CRS (Customised Ringing Signal) and a new Work Item on backhaul security which may have a Femtocell implication. (note: there is a contribution from TPS on CRS later in 11.2)

The next full meeting is in Dublin in two weeks time.

5.3 ETSI TC LI

Peter van der Arend gave his report concentrating on items of particular interest to SA3 LI. He was pleased to have the presence of TPS at the Trouville meeting after an absence of 18 months.

There was a long discussion about how to keep TS 101 671 in step with changes to the ASN.1 EPS parts of 33.108. It was eventually agreed that there should be no importing in the ASN.1 and that better references and improved text would clearly indicate the appropriate ASN.1 for EPS.

5.4 
TISPAN WG 7

There was no formal report but the Chairman noted that TISPAN is working on LI and RD in cooperation with ETSI TC LI.

5.5
WTSC-LI 

Peter Musgrove reported on the group’s Vancouver meeting of 6 and 7 October. 17 contributions were accepted and a new baseline for the LAES of PoC agreed. Now being addressed is new baseline text for the Canadian location based requirements which call for a report whenever LBS are used. Also still under consideration is the delta 3GPP document for the US and how to align it with changes. A proposal from the FBI was deferred to the next meeting. Possible new areas of work awaiting contributions are Retained Data (no underpinning law in the US yet), Femtocells and Dynamic Triggering.

5.6 ATIS PTSC LAES 

Ron Ryan provided this report:

ATIS PTSC LAES met August 18-20, 2009 in Cambridge, Massachusetts, had conference calls on October 20 and 29, and will meet again December 1-3 in Clearwater, Florida.

In the August meeting work was completed on two projects (1. Supplement B to LAES for VoIP, and 2. Implementation Guide for LAES for Internet access and Services). These specifications were sent to ballot, the ballots closed, and ballot comments were received for each. Ballot comments were addressed on the October calls and will continue at the December meeting. The expectation is the ballot comments review will be completed in December and a determination will be made as to whether the specifications are re-balloted or sent to publication.

The project on LAES for Advanced Conferencing was not completed in August as planned. The expectation is the specification will be completed and sent to ballot in December.

Finally, the project on LAES for Next Generation Networks (NGN) is still open and has not received any contributions recently.

5.7
TIA TR-45.8 Lawful Interception Group
Ron Ryan reported that the TR-45.8 LIG currently has only one project: a Study on LAES for Femto cells. Very good progress was made on the report during September and October conference calls. However, due to the need for stable 3GPP/TIA Femto specifications, work has been suspended until those specifications mature. The anticipation is the work will resume some time 1Q10.

5.8 
WiMAX Forum

Jean Trakinat provided the following update:

· NALI (North American LI) and LI overview were approved up to the Board of Director level. Final approval should be by end 2009.

· IMS interworking (IMS based VoIP) has been approved to BoD level with final approval expected by end 2009.

· A different VoIP solution is being considered that is likely to include non – IMS and/or native VoIP but has not been approved as a work item.

· There are LI requirements referencing ATIS/TIA/ETSI specifications in other unpublished Rel 1.5 and later documents.

Nag Rao said that there had been no new developments. Alex Leadbeater believed Simon Kang was producing a version of the PacketCable LI specification for Europe.

Other bodies

Koen Jaspers has given a presentation of Dynamic Triggering to an international gathering of Government representatives. This was enthusiastically received and additional features proposed including a suggestion for buffering in case of excessive TTP processing time.

In Austria, the Chairman noted that there is still no legislation for Retained Data although a consultant has been tasked to look into it.

Gerd Steinrücke said that a new Government has been voted in in Germany with a new Minister for the Interior whose priorities are still to be determined. Communications Data would still be retained but access is restricted to serious crime.

Ron Ryan added that there is new legislation in Canada for Retained Data.

It was felt by the LEAs that this would provide an acceptable delay before the start of en clair interception for most scenarios. However for life at risk situations it may be necessary to force a re-key. This could be a national option.

The Chairman felt this approach appeared to satisfy most requirements and asked Alex Leadbeater to write a LS to SA3 asking them to confirm that re-keying is acceptable. It also asks them for guidance on handling key material. This was agreed by the meeting as:
