3.	Discussion of the contribution provided to the conference call
Tdoc S4-AHQ144 ATIAS Contents, from Fraunhofer IIS, was presented by Mr. Stefan Döhla.
In summary, the source proposed to discuss the contents of this contribution as potential contents for the ATIAS-affected specifications. If there can be consensus derived on certain aspects, it is proposed to move agreeable contents to a draft CR to TS 26.260 and pCRs to TS 26.261. A potential alternative could be to start a permanent document, which would be later on used for input to the CR 26.260.
Comments/Questions: a lot of legacy stuff from TS 26.131 and/or 26.132 should be considered (whether it is worth repeating it in the ATIAS specs, but differences were felt to exist). Head tracking, analog/digital interfaces (refer to TR26.954), conversational and non-conversational services were discussed. Orange invited to populate some clauses (perhaps improving the quality of text, e.g. 5G NR ->NR); metadata transport for channel-based, object-based and scene-based telephony testing was asked to be clarified (use of linear PCM vs. IVAS codec, the latter likely not being available in time, was discussed). The Head & Torso Simulator (HATS) has limitations, which should be carefully investigated.
Conclusion: the contribution was noted. Delegates were invited to discuss further off-line by correspondence until next SA4#106 meeting, and provide pCRs and/or Draft CRs to progress.
