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1. Overall Description:

Thank you for your liaison on multi-party real time text over VoIP.

In checking our specifications, we find that indeed multi-party is not explicitly mentioned for real time text (RTT). You mention "control sequence protocol that VoIP sessions can leverage"; we assume this includes, at minimum, enabling receiving terminals to identify the originator of each RTT packet, so that text can be separated by originator (for display etc.). Are there other protocol features needed?
Note also that 26.235 and 26.236 are no longer being updated (after release 12); it is probable that any needed technical update would be to 26.114, which has several clauses mentioning real time text (and clauses mentioning "text", which mostly mean real time text).

We note that in RTP-based conferencing, each RTP packet carries an SSRC, and SSRC may be all that is needed to separate flows. We believe that, even when a conference bridge is used, the SSRC indication in RTP packets is preserved, so we have the remaining question of how to find real names associated with each SSRC. The procedures in TS 26.114 Annex S.4.1 describe how to perform SSRC to Display Name association using the SIP SUBSCRIBE/NOTIFY to the conference package, as described by TS 24.147, using the information defined in RFC 4575. A conference node would need to support that conference package, of course.
We would be happy to work with you on any needed updates to our technical specifications.
