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1. Overall Description:
SA4 thanks RAN2 for the latest progress about the maximum size of for one QoE configuration container and one report container is up to 8000 bytes and 144 000 bytes with RRC segmentation enabled. SA4 will adjusts the descriptions in our specs accordingly once it’s ready in TS 38.331. 
Regarding to the question about the awareness of maximum QoE report size, SA4 would like to reply as following. 
Question: In case application layer is informed about the maximum QoE report size that is transmittable by the AS layer, would the application layer be capable of taking this information into account to avoid providing, to AS layer, reports of a size exceeding the maximum size that can be transmitted by the AS layer, or for controlling the size of the QoE report container?
Answer: The application layer is expected to strictly comply with its QoE configuration in the collection and s, encapsulation ofes measurements and sendsinto the QoE reports to be absolutely sent to the AS layerfollowing the QoE configuration, e.g.i.e., by to collecting the metrics, encapsulate encapsulating them into the an XML file, compressing that file into a container and to be sentd to the AS layer after a fixed time period. It’s hardSA4 believes that it is difficult for the application layer to adjusting the size of the its QoE report container, and  therefore defers to RAN2 decision on UE handling of QoE reports which exceed the maximum report size (e.g., potentially dropping the report).
