1. 
Introduction

This document contains a report of the main decisions with regard to SA4 matters at TSG-SA#35 (held on 12-15 March, 2007, in Limassol, Cyprus). Annex A lists the documents on SA4 matters and their status (noted, approved, revised, rejected, or postponed).

Summary

The Specifications from SA4 presented for approval were approved. (For TS 26.114, SA4 was asked to look at the issues in dynamic video rate adaptation and provide any necessary changes by SA#36. All CR categories, i.e. also others than “F”, will still be exceptionally allowed to TS 26.114 on these issues even though exception sheet was not produced).
The CRs from SA4 were approved.
The Release 7 extension sheets from SA4 for completion of Rel-7 work after SA#35 were approved. (For the  Study WI “Transferring of Emergency Call Data - in-band modem solution” the exception was granted conditionally to the 100% completion by June 2007.)
The WI “Characterisation of Adaptive Jitter Management Performance for VoIP Services” (OMTIMS-CAJMP) was stopped (as requested by SA4).
The SA4 status report was noted.
The LS response from SA4 to "LS on Support of G711 in MRFP" was noted.

Outcome in SA4 matters
3.1
SA4 report
The SA4 status report was presented by SA4 Chairman. The report is attached for information (Tdoc SP-070013).
Questions / Comments : none.
On Slide 30, stopping of WI “Characterisation of Adaptive Jitter Management Performance for VoIP Services” (OMTIMS-CAJMP) was requested by SA4. The SA#35 Plenary approved to stop this Building Block WI.

3.3 
New specifications
One TS and two TRs were presented for information or approval by SA4 Chairman.
TS 26.114 
Tdoc SP-070110 3GPP TS 26.114 “IMS Multimedia Telephony (MTSI) - media handling and interaction” Version 2.0.0 (Release 7), was presented for approval.
Comments / Questions : Mr. Andrew Allen (RIM) asked whether work related to specifying file formats, that was requested from SA4 earlier, has been included into this TS or if it is going to be included elsewhere. SA4 Chairman responded that Annex F of TS 26.114 defines “Media types, codecs and formats used for MSRP transport in MTSI”. As explained in the annex, the definitions for IMS messaging in TS 26.141 are applicable except for some differences in video. The new Annex has been included into the TS since its presentation for information at SA#34, and these definitions are likely the answer to the question. 
Mr. Niels Andersen (Qualcomm) presented Tdoc SP-070201 “Dynamic Video Rate Adaptation Feature in MTSI”.
Comments / Questions : The SA Chairman asked to clarify in detail the request from Qualcomm (which was contained in the document Tdoc SP-070201). The SA4 Chairman pointed out that there was consensus in SA4 about presenting Tdoc SP-070110 for approval to SA#35. Mr. Ian Ellsberger (Ericsson) stated that Ericsson's position was to stick to Tdoc SP-070110 and approve it "as is". The SA Chairman felt that TSG SA Plenary was not the appropriate Committee to make changes to the text of a Technical Specification. Mr. Andrew Howell (Motorola) asked more time to consult with their experts. 
Tdoc SP-070110 was POSTPONED until the next day (Tuesday). Then Motorola felt that the document could be approved by SA, asking at the same time SA4 to look at this specification again (at next SA4 meeting) and consider the appropriateness of keeping TMMBR in it. This was agreed. The SA Chairman asked this action to be completed c/o SA4 by the TSG SA#36 meeting. For TS 26.114, SA4 was asked to look at the issues in dynamic video rate adaptation and provide any necessary changes by SA#36. All CR categories, i.e. also others than “F”, will still be exceptionally allowed to TS 26.114 on these issues even though exception sheet was not produced.
Tdoc SP-070201 was noted.
Tdoc SP-070110 was approved.
Extract from official SA#35 report, draft version 007, on ‘discussion and conclusion’ with regard to Tdoc SP‑070201:
“The SA WG4 Chairman clarified that there had been consensus in SA WG4 after extensive discussions that this TS should be forwarded to TSG SA for approval. Qualcomm responded that this had been done in order to allow conclusion of the discussions in SA WG4 and they would like to remove the dynamic rate video adaptation feature and work on it further for Rel‑8. Motorola asked whether some time could be given in order to allow delegates to consult their company experts on the matter. It was agreed that it was anyway preferable to send this back to SA WG4, rather than changing it at the TSG before approval. It was proposed that the TS is approved and to ask SA WG4 to look at the issues in this and provide any necessary changes. This was agreed and the TS was approved and this contribution noted.” 
TR 26.944 
Tdoc SP-070015 3GPP TR 26.944 “End-2-End Multimedia Services Performance Metrics (E2EMSPM)” Version 2.0.0 (Release 7), was presented for approval.
Comments / Questions : none
Tdoc SP-070015 was approved.
TR 26.902 
Tdoc SP-070016 3GPP TR 26.902 “Video Codec Performance (VICPer)” Version 1.0.0 (Release 7), was presented for information.
Comments / Questions : none.
Tdoc SP-070016 was noted.
3.4 
Exception sheets

At SA#35, SA4 provided a list of exceptions for the items not completed (using the form provided in Tdoc SP-060939).
eCall
Mr. Rhys Robinson (Airbiquity Inc.) presented Tdoc SP-070017 Release 7 Submission form for Study WI “Transferring of Emergency Call Data - in-band modem solution” (eCALL).

Comments / Questions : Mr. Hannu Pirilä (Nokia) asked to have a brief general discussion on goals and schedule of exception sheets, before a decision is taken. The % of exceptions in CT (46%) and RAN (31%) suggested to the TSG SA Chairman to consider the "freezing date" be put rather at June 2007 instead of March 2007. Mr. Hannu Pirilä (Nokia) asked then to consider June 2007 as a firm date, and consider the additional work still to be done to complete each WI, for which an extension is asked. Mr Hans van der Veen (NEC) felt that SI conclusions and the actual work still to be done are not necessarily linked to each other. The Technical Co-ordinator (Mr. Alain Sultan) observed no extension sheets were produced in TSG RAN and CT for SIs. Mr. Michele Zarri (T-Mobile) pointed out that the requirements from SA1 on eCall were already contained in Release 7. Then Mr. Nigel Barnes (Motorola) and others asked to keep the SI in Release 7. Mr. Hannu Hietalahti (Nokia) felt too late to keep this SI in Release 7. Mr. Rhys Robinson proposed to have it as a release indipendent item. 
Conclusion : the SA Chairman proposed to keep the SI open until June 2007, and that it will be kept in Release 7 if no additional work will be required after June 2007, otherwise it will be put in Release 8.
This exception requested in Tdoc SP-070017 was granted conditionally to the completion (100%) by June 2007.
Note that during the presentation of the SA1 Status Report the SA1 Chairman clarified that eCall (SA1) aspects will be further discussed at next SA1 meeting.

Extract from official SA#35 report, draft version 007, on ‘discussion and conclusion’ with regard to Tdoc SP‑070017:
“It was commented that the eCall work was being driven by the European Commission and it was requested to keep this in Rel‑7. It was noted that this is a Feasibility Study. There was some concern that moving it to Rel‑8 may send the incorrect signal that the work is not being progressed in 3GPP. The TSG SA Chairman proposed that this is kept open until June 2007 and if by then the existing functionality in SA WG4 has not been determined to be adequate, then the work will be moved to Rel‑8. The exception was therefore granted until June 2007.”

The SA4 Chairman presented Tdoc SP-070018 Release 7 Submission form for WI MBMS User Service Extensions (MBMSUSE).
Comments / Questions : none
This exception requested by SA4 in Tdoc SP-070018 was granted.

The SA4 Chairman presented, on behalf of Streamezzo, Tdoc SP-070176 TSG-SA WG4 (SA WG4) Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia Scenes (DIMS): Report at TSG-SA#35.
Comments / Questions : NEC thanked Streamezzo for this report. 
Tdoc SP-070176 was noted.
The SA4 Chairman presented Tdoc SP-070019 Release 7 Submission form for WI Dynamic and Interactive Multimedia scenes (DIMS).

This exception requested by SA4 in Tdoc SP-070019 was granted.
PSSe
The SA4 Chairman presented Tdoc SP-070020 Release 7 Submission form for WI Packet Switched Streaming Enhancements (PSSe).

Comments / Questions : none
This exception requested by SA4 in Tdoc SP-070020 was granted.
VICPer
The SA4 Chairman presented Tdoc SP-070021 Release 7 Submission form for WI Video Codec Performance Requirements (VicPer).

Comments / Questions : none
This exception requested by SA4 in Tdoc SP-070021 was granted.
VoIMS-PCVoIMS
The SA4 Chairman presented Tdoc SP-070022 Release 7 Submission form for WI Performance Characterization of VoIMS over HSDPA\EUL channels (VoIMS-PCVoIMS).
Comments / Questions : Mr. Hannu Pirilä (Nokia) asked clarification to justify the exception. The SA4 Chairman explained that characterisation testing can be started only after the related specifications are approved, or are stable enough, and this dependency has the natural consequence that characterisations can be finalised only later. Also, as the characterisation is on Rel-7 VoIMS, its results should logically be included into the same release (Rel-7). Mr. Francois Coureau (Alcatel-Lucent) supported the exception to be granted.
This exception requested by SA4 in Tdoc SP-070022 was granted.

Tdoc SP-070196 Status update on the WI Performance Characterisation of VoIMS over HSDPA/EUL channels (WID SP-050089) was presented for information by Mr. Alessio Casati (Alcatel-Lucent).
Comments / Questions : none
Tdoc SP-070196 was noted.

Other issues of interest to SA4
4.1
MBMS Television Service
CR on Requirements for LTE MBMS Television Service in Tdoc SP-070131 from SA1 was presented for approval.
Comments / Questions : The requirements were asked to take into account also SA4 buffering / switching / protection aspects as pointed out in a LS from SA4 to SA1 and to RAN + WGs (indicating 3-5 seconds to be reasonable switching time). "Overall switching time" and related components (radio, switching, buffering, FEC) were asked to be clarified. The SA Chairman observed that these requests would be hard to be accurately answered by SA1 in first instance, and suggested that the CR may be considered accurate enough for approval now and to be made more precise later if needed.
The CR on Requirements for LTE MBMS Television Service in Tdoc SP-070131 from SA1 was approved (and it is attached to this report).
4.2 
SAE & LTE (System Architecture Evolution & Long Term Evolution) 
SAE LTE workplan was updated during SA#35 and Tdoc SP-070230 contains the latest version (endorsed by SA#35).

4.3
Rel-7 schedule
For Rel‑7:

TSG SA#35 agreed that Rel‑7 is functionally frozen at this meeting and functional modifications may only be made to Features with agreed exceptions. The work is expected to be completed in June 2007 for the majority of the Rel‑7 Features. Any items still not completed in June 2007 will require Rel‑7 exception sheets which will be considered at the June 2007 TSG meetings (August 2007 for TSG GERAN Features).

For Rel‑8:

It was clarified that "freeze" for Rel‑8 implies no further Category B or C CRs are allowed. TSG SA#35 agreed to plan for December 2007 freezing for Stage 1, but to take advice from SA WG1 on the status of the Stage 1 work before making the final decision. This issue may be further discussed over e-mail and the TSG SA Chairman will start a discussion on this.

The upgrade of specs to Release 7 (c/o MCC) will happen after the TSG#36 Meeting in June 2007.

Each TSG/WG will have to decide which specs under their responsibility have to be upgraded from Release 6 to Release 7.
