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1 Introduction

The 3GPP SA4 working group has considered features from LASeR for DIMS.  We have recently decided to adopt a functionally equivalent version of Activate/Deactivate, both in the form of an attribute and a command.

2 Background
It is of our understanding that an element that is deactivated is, from the point of view of a script or command, still in the DOM tree.  From the point of view of a compositor or renderer, a deactivated element is treated as invisible or not part of the DOM tree.  
The following note is taken from the DIMS specification.
Note: 
When an element is deactivated, the system then treats the DOM tree as if that element and its descendents were not present in the DOM tree, and invisible to everything except commands and scripts. Commands and scripts can reference it as if it were still in the DOM tree.  When activated, the element is then restored to visibility, in the same location in the tree as if it had not been previously deactivated.
3 Actions
3GPP SA4 kindly asks MPEG to confirm that the abovementioned interpretation of activate/deactivate is correct.  We also request MPEG to clarify the semantics of activate/deactivate with respect to scripting.
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
