Process for quality improvement of SA5 TSs

Introduction
The quality improvement of SA5 TSs is a one-shot operation to improve the quality of existing TSs. For new TSs (and TRs) the quality will be more strictly controlled during the development of the draft specification until it is placed under change control. The objective is to avoid the need for such a posteriori clean-up in the future.
Principle
The TS quality work is initiated by MCC and is done in cooperation between TS Rapporteur and MCC. MCC proposes a revised version of the TS which is discussed with the Rapporteur. The objective is firstly to agree the proposed changes and secondly to distinguish purely editorial changes and technical changes. The output of the work between Rapporteur and MCC is a version x.y.1 containing agreed editorial changes. The Rapporteur will produce CR(s) for the technical changes, if any. The CR(s) will be based on the version x.y.1 and will be done as soon as possible after publication of the version x.y.1.
Process
- Step 1: MCC sends the proposed changes to each concerned Rapporteur via individual email (no use of SA5 exploders, no Tdoc submitted to SA5 meetings) cc SWG chair, SA5 chair. MCC propose a time window e.g. 2 weeks to handle and close the discussion. After acknowledgement from the TS rapporteur that he is available for doing this work in the proposed time window, MCC Informs the SA5 exploder that the TS is entering Maintenance Mode and should not be used for producing CRs. 

- Step 2: MCC and Rapporteur discuss and approve the changes and identify editorial and non-editorial changes (if any). 

 - Step 3: At the end of the time window, MCC produces a version x.y.1 for editorial issues, uploads it in a dedicated folder on the 3GPP server and sends an email to the SA5 exploder asking for a short review. At the end of the review the TS is declared out of Maintenance Mode and the version x.y.1 is published on the 3GPP website.

- Step 4: Rapporteur does CR(s) based on version x.y.1 for non-editorial issues (if needed). CR(s) should be produced as soon as possible after publication of version x.y.1.

Release
If the current version of the TS is Rel-11, MCC produces a V11.y.1 and Rapporteur produced Cat F CR(s) on V11.y.1. This should be done before SA#65 (Sep 2014) and automatic upgrade to Rel-12. 
If the current version of the TS is Rel-12, MCC produces a V12.y.1 and Rapporteur produced Cat F CR(s) on V12.y.1.
