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1.  Introduction

    The Joint Session on IMT-2000 (SGs 4, 7 and 11) was held in the evening of Wednesday, 17 March 1999, at the ITU Headquarters under the co-chairmanship of Mr. Dave Sidor, SG 4 Chair, and Mr. Sadahiko Kano, SG 11 Chair.

    The list of input documents and the list of participants appear in Annexes 6 and 7, respectively.  As can be seen from the list of participants, the meeting was attended by some 40 members, well-balanced to represent SG 4 and SG 11.  It was noted also that SG 7 was represented by a statement from its Chair, Mr. Herb Bertine. (TD-JS 9)  

2.  Terms of reference, Background

    The terms of reference of this meeting was to discuss and agree to the method of promoting IMT-2000 work in the areas of management and security.  Mr. D. Sidor presented the results of ITU-T SG Chairmen Meeting in Martigny, Switzerland, 26-28 January 1999 (TD-JS5).  Mr. S. Kano presented the activities that took place before and after the ITU-T SG Chairmen Meeting from the viewpoint of SG 11, highlighting key results at SG 11 plenary meetings on 5th and 15th March 1999. (TD-JS3, JS4, JS7 and JS8).   Mr. Mike Briggs, ETSI SPS Task Group Coordinator for ITU-T SG 11, gave a presentation on the European contribution (TD - JS6) .  

3.  Proposal and decision on the establishment of two new Joint Questions Groups (JQGs)
3.1  Proposal

    Mr. Kano proposed, on behalf of SG 11, the establishment of two new Joint Question Groups (JQGs) and their proposed terms of reference and meeting calendar. (TD-JS7 and JS8)  Mr. Mike Briggs made an initial proposal of work plan at the first JQG 6 meeting in Korea in June 1999.  

3.2  Decision (Agreement)

1)  Establishment of the following two new Joint Question Groups (JQGs) 

    JQG 6 - IMT-2000 Management

    JQG 7 - IMT-2000 Security

    Note:  Based on the statement from SG 7 Chair, Mr. H. Bertine, the meeting assumed that the establishment of JQG 7 (IMT-2000 Security) was agreed to.  However, this agreement as well as the proposed terms of reference and meeting schedule would be sent to SG 7's June 1999 Meeting in Geneva as liaison statement for their approval. 

2)  Agreements concerning JQG 6 (IMT-2000 Management)

a)  Appointment of "Issue Managers"

c)  Terms of reference of JQG 6 meetings in June and in September 1999, as in ANNEX 2

d)  Meeting calendar of JQG 6 up to January-February 2000, as in ANNEX 3

3)  Agreements concerning JQG 7 (IMT-2000 Security)

a)  The terms of reference and meeting calendar, which appear in ANNEX 4 and ANNEX 5, respectively, were agreed to in principle, but should be sent to SG 7's June 1999 meeting for their approval.

b)  If the SG 7 agrees to the establishment of JQG 7 as well as its terms of reference and meeting calendar, with some modifications, in their June 1999 meeting, the following procedure is agreed to be proposed:

By June 20, 1999:  SG 7 (either Chair or Q.20/7 Rapporteur) to send the discussion results with updated terms of reference, meeting calendar, etc. to SG 11 Chair, S. Kano (<kanos@blue.ocn.ne.jp>) and WP 3/11 Chair, Raj Pandya (<raj.pandya@sympatico.ca>).

By June 30, 1999:  SG 11 Chair, S. Kano, to ask for proposals of candidate names for Issue Managers of JQG 7 and of proposed terms of reference for the first meeting to be held in September in Ottawa.

By July 15, 1999:  SG 11 Chair, S. Kano, to hold a teleconference on the appointment of JQG 7 Issue Managers and the terms of reference of its first meeting in September in Ottawa.

4.  Relationship with outside bodies

4.1  General

4.1.1  It was noted that the agreement at the ITU-T SG Chairmen Meeting (TD-JS5) with regard to the establishment of a Focus Group identified two Tasks for the Focus Group.  Task 1 was the progress of the work within ITU-T and Task 2 was the "reaching out" to non-ITU-T members.  It was noted also that JQGs were established to perform Task 1 objectives and not for Task 2.  

4.1.2  The JQG Issue Managers were reminded that, if they so desire, ”they as Chairs of the meetings may invite individual experts as appropriate" to their meetings.  

4.1.3  However, it was agreed that the general mechanism to "reach-out" to non-ITU member organizations, in particular, on IMT-2000 related subjects, must be handled as a separate issue from the establishment of JQGs.

4.2  Network and signalling/protocol aspects

4.2.1  It was noted that already communications between SG 11 and 3GPP/3GPP2 had started.  See Annex 1 of TD-JS3 (Communication to 3GPP and 3GPP2 from Chairmen of ITU-T Study Groups 11, 4 and 7 and their collaborators on IMT-2000 Standardization) and response from 3GPP PCG Chairman, Mr. K.H. Rosenbrock(TD-JS10) and response from 3GPP2 Steering Committee Chair, Mr. Steve Dennett (TD-JS11).

4.2.2  Other relevant bodies will be notified also, e.g. by communicating with them of our results so far (e.g. Q.1701 and Q.1711 that were "decided" at SG 11 Meeting in March 1999) and of our intention to cooperate with them.  

4.3
Management aspects

4.3.1
It was noted that SG 4 has identified 3G management activities in the following organizations outside of the ITU: ETSI TC TMN, TIA TR45, T1M1, and the TeleManagement Forum and has exchanged communications with or received contributions from the latter three. It is planned to communicate the results of these deliberations to these organizations and invite thier experts to participate.

4.3.2
It should be noted that the communications sent to 3GPP and 3GPP2 were also sent on behalf of the Chairman of SG 4.

Study and propose: IMT‑2000 specific Management requirements, information models and protocols for the items identified in Table 1/Q.1701.

Note 1: In accordance with the IMT‑2000 Family of Systems Concept and the agreed role ITU-T is to play, the study emphasis should be on the inter-family members internetworking aspects.

Candidate deliverables include:

· a management framework

· aspects related to TMN network and service management layers for:

· charging and accounting

· service provisioning

· security management

· performance management

· fault management

Main outputs:

-
management framework

· high level (stage 1) IMT‑2000 management requirements to SG 11 for approval

· low level (stage 2) IMT‑2000 management requirements to SG 4 for approval*

· specific protocols (stage 3) to relevant WPs of SGs 11 and 4 for approval*

Relationships:

· high level (stage 1 )requirements: Q.8/11

· low level (stage 2) requirements: Q.21/4

· protocols: Questions of SG 11; Questions of SG 4

Note 2: This is a JQG between SG 4 and SG 11 experts, with SG 11 as lead SG (as described in section 3.2 of TD JS-8 (also available as TD PL/11-83.)

*It should be noted that the format and contents of the stage 2 and 3 documents will follow the methodology presented in the revised M.3020. Also any information communicated across TMN Q3 and X interfaces will be carried by SG 4-approved protocols.

ToR: 

To study and propose signalling requirements and protocols to support IMT-2000 security capabilities to relevant WPs of SG11 for approval and to SG7 for comments.

Note 1: In accordance with the IMT-2000 Family of Systems Concept and agreed role of ITU-T to play, the study emphasis should be laid on the inter-family members interworking aspects.

Note 2: The initial study emphasis should be laid on the IMT-2000 CS-1 security capabilities defined in Q.1701.

Study areas to be included are:

User authentication and ciphering for both circuit and packet modes

Terminal identification including the ability to detect stolen and non-type approved terminals

User-network mutual authentication

Support of service dependent authentication and ciphering mechanisms

Negotiation of the authentication mechanism between user, serving and home networks

Event reporting to support fraud prevention
