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Introduction 

This is a summary report of the 32.101 Rapporteur session from the Cork meetings of SA5 #6.

The following contributions were treated and decisions taken:

Tdoc 168 - Management Interfaces - contributed by Motorola, Lucent, T-Mobil

The rapporteur presented this contribution which proposed changes to clause 9 of 32.101. The contribution was discussed and amendments were agreed (noted below).

Result: The document was accepted with amendments as noted below.

Section 9 UMTS Management Interfaces

· Interface type 3: Add reference to TMF work on interfaces between management systems. (Question: What about ITU-T JQG6 work in this area ?).

· Remove the statement " Interfaces of type 3 and 4 are beyond the scope of this standardisation".

· State that while Interfaces of types 2 & 3 are identified in 32.101, detailed specification is FFS

· State that Interfaces of type 4  are beyond the scope of standardisation.

Section 9.1 Logical Level

· Due to rewordings noted in point 3 above remove the statement "For type 2 interfaces, no standardisation at all is proposed at this level".

· Add Editors note stating that how modeling at the logical level is applied to the protocol level requires further study.

Section 8 UMTS Management Functional Architecture

It was noted again that a number of sections remain empty i.e.

· Security Management

· Customer Profile Management

· Service Deployment Management

· Accounting Management

It was agreed to keep these sections until the next version of the document, with an appeal to delegates to provide contributions (however brief) by the next meeting, specifically the Charging ad-hoc were requested to provide some high level statement on Accounting Management.
Tdoc 174 - IRP Framework - contributed by Ericsson

Ericsson presented this contribution. There was general support for the integration benefits claimed for the IRP framework.

However before deciding whether or not to include this high-level description in 32.101 it was decided to allow delegates more time (until the next meeting) to study the other more detailed IRP contributions (documents 187-190) to fully understand the implementation impacts of adopting the IRP framework.

Result:  A decision on this document was postponed until the next meeting.

Tdoc 182 - Terminology to be used for Management systems - contributed by Siemens

There was support for the idea presented by this contribution that there be a uniform naming convention for Management systems, however the group could not reach agreement on the preferred terminology.

Three variations on a naming convention were identified and a vote was taken, Ericsson agreed to prepare a revised contribution based on the convention that received most support.

Result: A decision on the naming convention was postponed pending submission of a revised contribution by Ericsson.

 

Tdoc 191 - 32.101 version 1.1.3 - contributed by rapporteur.

The following general comments were received on Tdoc 191:

· Some spelling, formatting and grammatical changes were noted.

· A text label should identify editor's Notes as such.

· It was requested that Normative references for the Annex A protocols be added to the section 2 (References).
