Introduction

This Technical Specification (TS) is part of a set of TSs which describe the requirements and information model necessary for the Telecommunication Management (TM) of 3G systems. The TM principles and TM architecture are specified in [2] and [3].

Telecommunication Management is composed of a collection of TM Functions which, in general, are accomplished by the co-operation of several Management Processes, as described in [2]. 

Fault Management is one of the many TM Functions and is described in terms of processes and sub-processes in [2].
A 3G system is composed of a multitude of network elements (NE) of various types and, typically, different vendors which interoperate in a co-ordinated manner in order to satisfy the network users' communication requirements. The occurrence of failures in a NE  may cause a deterioration of this NE's function and/or service quality and will, in severe cases, lead to the complete unavailability of the NE. 
Fault Management has the purpose  to minimise the effects of such failures on the quality of service as perceived by the network users. In order to achieve this, Fault Management has to detect failures as soon as they occur, has to limit their effects on the network quality of service as far as possible and has to help the operating personnel to monitor and to repair the faults.
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These changes are proposed, mainly, to introduce a connection with the two basic architectural documents.
