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Q19/4 has begun work on a framework to allow the use of the Common Object Request Broker Architecture (CORBA) as part of the TMN Q3 interface.  This framework is being designed to allow CORBA to be used to access existing TMN information models that are currently specified using GDMO (X.722) as accessed using CMIP (X.711).  This work, when completed, will allow questions responsible for models specified in GDMO to translate them to CORBA IDL without any fundamental change in the definition of the information of the models or of the way the information is accessed.  Of course, the framework also could be used to directly produce CORBA IDL.    Our current direction is to define a framework that is less tightly coupled to CMIP than the work done in JIDM but to still allow the GDMO based models to be translated to CORBA IDL.

The current working draft framework document can be found on the ITU FTP site (ftp://ftp.itu.ch) in the Q19 area (/u/tsg4/sg4/wp5/q19) or from the Q19/4 Rapporteur.  In addition to the framework draft document a working draft of some of the Generic Network Model (M.3100) translated according to the procedures also can be found on this web site.  Our work plan is to determine these recommendations in the late summer of 2000.
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
