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INTRODUCTION

This is a summary report of the Cross-work item technical discussion and 32.101 Rapporteur session from the Tampere meetings of SA5 #7.

The following contributions were treated and decisions taken:

CROSS-WORK ITEM TECHNICAL DISCUSSION

Tdoc 223 - Integration Reference Points (IRPs) – Technical overview - contributed by Ericsson

Ericsson presented this contribution, a technical overview of IRPs and proposed that the contribution be integrated into the 32.101 and 32.102 specifications.

The contribution was discussed, agreement was not reached to integrate the IRP material into 32.101, however it was agreed to continue a more detailed technical evaluation of the Alarm IRP in the Fault Management ad-hoc group. This technical evaluation of the Alarm IRP should help as a “proof of concept” for the IRP proposals.

If agreement cannot be reached on IRP concepts in time for release 99 of 32.101 and 32.102, it may still be possible to incorporate IRP material in release 99 as appendices to 32.101 and 32.102 in early 2000.

Result: Integration of IRP material into 32.101 and 32.102 was postponed pending the outcome of a technical evaluation of the Alarm IRP in the FM Ad-hoc group.

32.101 RAPPORTEUR SESSION

NOTE: The next version of 32.101 will contain all agreed changes noted below and after presentation at SA5#8 (December 7th-10th) will be submitted to SA Plenary for approval for Release 99.

Tdoc 213 – 32.101 version 1.2.0 - contributed by rapporteur.

This document contained updates as agreed at SA5 #6 in Cork, these updates were accepted and some spelling, formatting and grammatical changes were noted.

It was agreed to add mention of ITU-T standards to CMIP section of 9.2.

It was agreed to remove the “Customer Profile Management” and “Service Deployment” Management sections from 32.101.

It was agreed to include an Accounting Management description to section 8.11 (Accounting Management) based on the only existing material i.e. the SA5 Work Item Description for Charging and Accounting (S5-99091).

The rapporteur agreed to investigate (request by Siemens) at what point section 10.2 (Tools and Methods) was agreed and included in 32.101.

Result: The document was accepted and rapporteur agreed to make the changes noted above for the next version.

Tdoc 221 – Merging of sections 5 & 9 of 32.101 - contributed by rapporteur.

This document proposed the merging of the existing sections 5 and 9 of 32.101 into one section, also some labelling of interfaces in figure 1 of chapter 5 has been added.

Some typos were noted and these will be corrected.

Result: The document was accepted and will be include in 32.101

Tdoc 233 – Terminology to be used for management systems - contributed by Ericsson

This document describes the terminology for naming of management systems that was agreed at SA5#6 in Cork.

It was agreed to include the descriptions in the definitions section of 32.101 and to use the agreed terminology throughout the 32.101 specification.

The question of including a definition also for NE and it was agreed to use the definition which is already used in the 32.106 specification.

Result: The document was accepted and will be included in 32.101

Tdoc 223 - Integration Reference Points (IRPs) – Section 8 (Security Management) - contributed by Ericsson

Ericsson presented Section 8 (Security Management) of Tdoc 223 to be used as a direct contribution to section 8.6 (Security Management) of 32.101.

It was agreed that the material could be suitable for inclusion to 32.101 subject to some specific changes and clarifications, these were:

1. Clarify the use of DCN to refer to Layer B

2. Clarification of “Applet” in client box of figure 11 as example only (or complete removal of “Applet” from figure 11.

3. Removal of references to IRPs from the text.

Ericsson agreed to prepare a revised contribution on Security Management including the above noted changes and clarifications.

Result: A revised contribution to be prepared by Ericsson.
