2 Discussion of Input Documents to SA5 PM

2.1 Tdoc 219

This contribution proposes and amendment to figure 1 of 32.104 to retain information relating to data collection, transfer and presentation from the original 12.04 diagram which it replaces, as discussed at SA5#6.  It was accepted after adding the word “Aggregation” to the upper of the two text labels in the figure.  The revised version of the Tdoc can be found in Tdoc 257.  TS 32.104 will be updated accordingly.

2.2 Tdoc S5-99210, Tdoc S5-99181

Tdoc 210 is a proposal for the transfer mechanism of performance data files.  It is already included as annex B in version 1.0.0 of TS 32.104 but had not been discussed yet.  The document was approved with the following changes and amendments:

· Several changes in sections A.1.1, A.1.1.1 and A.1.1.2 such that neither pull nor push transfer will be prejudiced, this being a decision to be made in another Annex of TS 32.104. 

· In section A.1.1.1 it was clarified that although the RNC is not involved in the forwarding of NodeB measurement files the files can still be sent via the same physical bearer as Iub, defined in TS 25.442.

· Section A.1.1.2, the EM is no longer forced to support the NE based approach, this is left to the vendor to decide.

· Section A.1.1.2, it was clarified that rules for file generation must be operator configurable only if the EM applies such rules.  Siemens offered a contribution to state that the EM could also produce one single file with all results available to the EM included.

· Section A.1.2.  Some errors in the example file names were corrected.

· Section A.1.2.  It was debated whether the GP end times are 04, 09, 14, ... or 05, 10, 15, etc.  This will be decided in the next meeting, based on an investigation of ITU-T X.738 and X.739 by Lucent.

An updated version of Tdoc 210 which incorporates the changes can be found in Tdoc 260.  TS 32.104 will be updated to reflect the changes.  In addition to the two points already mentioned above, the following open issues will be decided in the next meeting:

· is it necessary to accommodate in some way NEs distributed across several time zones?

· should the file names be unified between files containing data for single versus multiple GPs?

Tdoc 181 also deals with the topic of the file transfer mechanism.  It was decided that it is covered with the discussion of Tdoc 210, except from the part discussing file retention in the managed system.  The  rapporteur will check whether this is already covered in the TS and make any according changes as necessary.

2.3 Tdoc S5-99193, S5-99194, S5-99218

Tdoc 194 is a proposal for the measurement file format.  The requirements listed there were analysed by the group with the following result:

· the 3rd bullet point should be interpreted as saying that data items defined in the mentioned base standards be re-used as applicable.

· the 4th point was not accepted as is, it needs to be made more precise.

· item #5 is postponed until the next meeting.

· in item #6 only the first sentence will be kept, everything after it is deleted.

· item 8 and 11 are agreed.

· all other items are postponed until the next meeting.

A proposal for new text for requirements 3 and 4 can be found in Tdoc 259.

Tdoc 193 is a slide presentation of the major issues contained in Tdoc 194.  It therefore does not need to be discussed separately.

Tdoc 218 was not covered due to lack of time.
