5.2.1.X	CHF-Controlled Quota Management
CHF-Controlled Quota Management can be initiated only when quota management is required in charging data request message. It allows CHF to instruct the NF consumer to temporary suspend quota management for a given Rating Group in the current PDU session. 
When Quota management is temporary suspended for a given rating group, usage continues to be reported via offline charging triggers for that rating group. 
Quota management can be resumed by NF consumer when instructed by CHF.
Procedures for suspending and resuming quota management are described in TS 32.290 [57].
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
