 Taka presented the document. xx2 data model and explained that the CM section is an abstraction for the data model document being worked in the Femto/BBF with input from RAN3.
E///: had question about where the 3GPP data model will be defined?
ALU: clarified what was discussed in the BBF leaders meeting. Since CM has already been started and well under way in the BBF it would not make sense for SA5 to start work or even copy the CM portion of the data model. For Rel 8 it would make sense to let BBF continue to work on the data model for CM. For FM and PM related contents and configuration related to FM and PM will be in xx2 and SA5 will specify it for Rel8. Any changes desired in the CM data model by SA5 will be sent to BBF as - LS/conf call with BBF/or with direct communication to BBF folks who are participating in both forums.
Chairman fully supported the view.

E///: asked again where the data model will be available. Chairman mentioned that this has been agreed on.
QC: will BBF define all the data model in detail? Will SA5 drive the BBF work?

Thompson: I am the person defining the data model in BBF as well,  so the two will be co-ordinated. 

ALU: clarified that BBF and SA5 leads are talking constantly to make this work.

Huawei: how will we add new information to the data model? 

Chairman: this is just an abstract. If we need additional functionality we can define it in xx2. 

NSN: we are wasting time defining abstracts. We should pull the entire data model into xx2 and review it in SA5. We do not want to rubber stamp anything here.

QC: why are we opposing this. BBF has already defined the CM data model with RAN3 Femto input. The expertise is there. The work is all done and the abstract here is useful to identify gaps and understand what is happening.

E///: Will we see the measurement related parameters in this document?

Thompson: No we are not going to define any management parameters in this section.

6..5.1:  NSN: state management says RF enable/disable what is it. 

Thompson: The HMS can change the operational model of the HNB. The RF does not need to be separate. So it will be removed. 
NSN: We need to conform to existing X.731 state management definitions.
T-Mobil: this data model needs to be extended to various types of technology. How is it intended to cope with the various technologies? How will it be extended to HeNB.

Thompson: The work scope is pure 3G HNB. In the future we will extend this and while creating this we will ensure that this is extendable.

T-Mobil: We are already talking about inter-RAT and intra-RAT and there should be references to LTE.

Thompson: this is only 3G HNB.

Chairman:  Put this in the draft TS and continue discussions in conf call, Editors note to say that “consistency with the BBF forum work needs to be guaranteed” yellow. Any changes will have to bring in new contribution
NSN: does not support this position and would like to see the entire data model in this document
Chairman: CM section will be abstracted from the BBF contribution and put into the draft document. Thompson has already done the work. For Rel 8 the CM data model is  being reviewed in BBF.  

This was supported by IPAccess, Airvana, Thompson, Telefonica, ALU, Huawei, QC, T-Mobil, Nortel. NSN and E/// were opposed to it. But they were ok later and wnate dto define clearly what needs to be in the CM section.

Chairman clearly stated that since time is of essence, this is an exceptional process.

Write up worksplit agreement to discuss with BBF in Mondays call.
553:

NSN: References should be consistent. 32.111-1. Delete everything except the alarm correlated one.
E///:  Reference the stage 1 requirements. Naming has to be aligned with changes.

Look at IS template and try to reuse it.  Add traceback to reference the requirements and to reference existing TS.
NSN: Naming has to be consistent with the 3GPP specs.

ALU: yes naming will be made consistent and we will provide the full set needed to support HNB.

There was general agreement that we will provide list of attributes needed in alarms and events. Try to reuse IS template or a similar format providing traceback to stage 1 requirements and reference to existing 3GPP TS. Makes names as consistent to 32.111-2 as possible. Define configuration related to FM and PM (example setting periodicity etc).

Conclusion: update with comments and will discuss in weekly calls.

Huawei revised the contribution and presented it.
ALU and QC: Is the intent to just show the “box” picture highlighting the contents of the data model.
Huawei: yes that is the only part that is recommended for inclusion.

ALU: sounds like something very much needed in the doc, 

QC/ALU: Align with the BBF diagram.  And build this up from the BBF diagram to ensure consistency.
ALU: Since we are really working bottom up, it makes sense to align with the detailed model definition.
