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1. Introduction
The contribution introduces clarification on the simplification on expression of EAS discovery notification trigger.
2. Reason for Change
In TS 23.558 clause 8.5.3.3, “EAS availability change” is specified as the only bullet in “EAS discovery notification triggers”, which is mandatory in EAS discovery request. This means “EAS availability change” should be mandatorily included in “EAS discovery notification triggers”, and current expression should be simplified for better understanding.
3. Proposal

It is proposed to agree the following changes to 3GPP TS 23.558 v1.2.0.
