« 3GPP/3GPP2 MMS specification harmonisation: T2 met informally
with 3GPP2 who happened to be meeting in San Diego at the same
time. The meeting was extremely productive.

3GPP2 believe there is no serious disparity affecting

5.3.0. However, 3GPP2 offered to examine the latest REL-5
(5.7.0) for disparities.
