Tdoc T1-99052: Suggested Approach for handling EMC/Safety Requirements In 3GPP standards

Mr. Sood presented the document. This document has also been presented to RAN WG4 and it will be also presented to the EMC sub-working group.

How to handle the different EMC requirements in the world?

Two issues on the document:

1 To discuss the strategy.

2 To implemented it.

The areas with unified EMC requirement have to be identified in the EMC group. Mr. Peter Chadwick said that equipment need to meet all the EMC requirement since roaming will be possible between the different countries.



We have to identified the requirements.



Nokia thinks that is necessary to have a single standard for approval. Mr Fernandes said that first we have to find out which are the differences.

Tdoc T1-99036: Use of ICS proforma for 3GPP terminals

Mr. Hu presented the document. He explained that in 3GPP there will not be TBR (were the capabilities that may be supported by the equipment are included). It is necessary to have a document in which the manufacturer can indicate which capabilities have been implemented on his equipment. This will have to uses:

Selection of test cases

Interoperability



Mr. Hu proposed to have a Work Item in this group to deal with this. Mr. Nielsen thinks it is important to know the opinion of the SA group, to know which configuration of equipment they want. Mr. Nielsen asked Mr. Hu to be a temporary rapporteur for this WI.



Tdoc T1-99037: 3GPP protocol test specifications in prose & TTCN

Mr. Hu presented this document. He explained the problematic of having one specification duplicated in English test and TTCN notation (as it happens with GSM 11.10). He proposed to have a single specification in TTCN together with some brief English text.

Mr. Hu clarified that this is applicable to the protocol part, not to the RF part.

Mr. Mattison supported the idea but he will like to have an example. Mr. George agreed that an example is necessary in order to be presented to the other groups.



The meeting agreed with the document. 



AP for Mr. Hu will provide a document with an example to be attached to T1-99037.



Mr. George suggested to create a WI for the signalling subgroup.



The chairman of each subgroup must specify a list of WI, a proposed schedule and a responsible for the WI. This output will be discussed in the plenary.

The following questions were discussed:



Mr. Savolainen from Nokia asked why in section 6.2 the maximum number of detecting BS (Base Station) simultaneously is 5? This is a temporary number. Each specific test shall include the specific number. The proposal is to not describe this number here. This shall be changed but we will wait for a proposal. For the mean time, 5 will be between [ ].

Mr. Hu raised a question related to MS supporting test communication. Mr. Fernandes said that in RAN 4 only one measurement channel has been specified for the test of the RF parameters. The meeting agreed on continuing the investigation about a communication test channel.

Which should be selected as a baseline document? Mr. Mattisson will present Tdoc T1-99050.

How can we handle asymmetric communication channel for testing?

The loopback test philosophy has to be defined. Mr. Mattisson thinks some more investigation is needed. This will be described in next RF subgroup meeting and after that the contents of the baseline document will be discussed.



AP Ericsson: To prepare some contributions for next meeting related to the loopback test.



Should generic call set up procedure be included in the test specification? The meeting agreed that the scope of the document have to be defined. Mr. Hu thinks that the generic call procedure is part of the initial conditions. This is only used to bring the MS to the initial state. The conclusion was to include the generic call procedure in an annex.

One single document (as GSM 11.10) or separated documents? Mr. Nielsen thinks that separated document. Mr Hu thinks that in that case a common (“umbrella”) document is needed between RF and signalling specs.

Mr. Nielsen asked if the MS should be defined in the section 3.4? The meeting agreed to say in this section that the MS will be defined in other groups. Mr. Mattison will make the changes for tomorrow. The schedule has to be defined.

Some functions are not needed and are not consistent with other documents.



The subgroup wants to present this document to the plenary for approval on Thursday.

The version will be kept as v1.x.x until the philosophy of the Logical Test Interface is defined.
