Scope of meeting

1. To establish a common understanding regarding the aim/reason for elaborating ‘Conformance Test specifications’. What will the specifications be used for and by whom?


2. To discuss the format of future deliverables.


3. To discuss the required technical level of detail in individual test areas.


4. To define internal concise work areas (not just Work Items!) including proposed time schedule and required resources.  (Should be driven by SWG chairmen and convenors!)


5. To review and approve the planned RF test specification release. 


6. As always: to monitor and to give required guidance to the technical elaboration of conformance test specifications.

Chairman’s input to meeting.
The Conformance test specifications elaborated by TSG-T1 should become technical basis for future qualification of terminals.

Specially, the specifications should be basis for the regional approvals of terminals. The approval of terminals will, I assume, be done via different schemes in different regions. The regional requirements for approval should preferably be based on the same sets (or part the same sets) of technical specifications.

This may lead to a concept where we have to establish a number of test specifications (separate documents) and where the individual regions then subsequently ‘picks’ the combination of specifications on which they want to base their approval procedure.

In Europe the new R&TTE directive will be in force in member states from 8 April 2000. This directive contains only a minimum of requirements (so-called ‘essential requirements’). That means that a ‘Harmonized Standard’ elaborated by TSG-T1 to form the basis for European ‘Approval’ should contain only a minimum amount of radio tests.

We should early in the specification process determine a specification structure and contents, which fulfill the requirements of the later users.

I would like at this meeting to have an open discussion on this topic and that we move one step closer to a common understanding.
