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1.
Opening of the meeting

The SMG7 Plenary meeting #22 was held on 9-11 June 1999 in Edinburgh (UK) and was hosted by Hewlett Packard.

The meeting was opened by Jean-Marc Recouvreux who introduced himself as interim convenor and asked if there were any objections. There were none and he was welcomed with acclamation. The project manager Ms. Lidia Salmeron could not attend the first part of the meeting and so notes were taken by Mr. Fenn of Samsung.

He went on to outline his aims for the future of SMG 7. The major points were:

· Work on the R&TTE directive

· Stabilise and complete all tests for both Phase 2 and Phase 2 +

· Liase with other groups on testing issues

Dave Dunne of HP welcomed the group and gave the logistic information. This was the first paperless meeting. 

Bernd Kohn was appointed as RF subgroup chairman for the meeting. Mr Bill Savage General Manager of HP Queensferry welcomed the committee and also mentioned the regrouping of HP into Newco the new Instrument Division. He affirmed the HPs commitment to standards and to ETSI.

Adoption of the agenda

The agenda was presented and agreed without modification.

3.
Acceptance of the report of the SMG7#21 meeting

The report of the last meeting was introduced and the meeting was asked for comments and amendments. Mr. Fenn of Samsung asked for the name of his Director Mr. Jan Nottelmann to be added this was done. The report was presented section by section for approval and was accepted by the meeting without further comments.

Review of Action items after SMG7#21, allocation to subgroups

The action point for the CRs from Mr. Pudney was introduced by the Convenor. The action was completed by Mr. Pudney who could not attend the meeting due to a 3GPP meeting in ETSI. An email was sent to Mr. Ronbeck who would present it at the final plenary. The action points from the respective parties which were completed and which produced results were allocated to the respective sub groups for review.

Allocations of documents to the Plenary, SIG or RF subgroups

The document list with allocation to agenda items was presented. Alcatel introduced document 7-99-148 Draft HS under RTTED (CTS-FP Radio part) to be added to the list. Document 7-99-203 was assigned to agenda item 6 and documents 7-99-204 to 7-99-210 were assigned to agenda item 5.

6.
Review of LS from other STCs, allocation to subgroups

LS was assigned to the signalling sub group. Tdoc 203 was presented by the convenor and comments were solicited. Mr. Fenn responded that LS should be drafted outlining that effects would be on both the MS and system. The convenor mentioned the tight timetable to SMG 29. Mr. Bjarke Nielsen of Sony and 3GPP supported the view of a complete system approach but did not rule out separate documents. A discussion ensued about the regulatory and the allocation of the responsibility to the relevant committee. The convenor decided to postpone discussion to the next day to solicit more comments after delegates had consulted with their respective companies.

Global issues

7-99-120: GSM 11.10-2 v4.15.0

Mr Recouvreux presented the document, which has not been updated since a long time. It was noted that PICS are also included in the TTCN and some new ones have been incorporated. This table is also included in the TBR. The chairman proposed to continue not maintaining this document and to raise the issue again at next SMG7 plenary.

7-99-110: Proposed guidelines for a paperless meeting

Mr Schulze presented the document. The delegates agreed that documents must be put on the server previously to the meeting since this give the change for the document to be discussed in the company before the meeting.

Shall late documents be accepted? LS, outputs from ad-hoc meetings, etc.

The meeting would like to have the contributions in advance but some flexibility is needed.

A printer is also necessary for documents produced during the meeting. This will be included in the document.

Mr Schulze will review the document in Tdoc 7-99-212 and this will be discussed at the end of the meeting.

7-99-212: Proposed guidelines for a paperless meeting (Revision)

The need of several multimedia video projectors was included in the document. Mr Fenn thinks this document should be presented to the SMG plenary since there is a WOME group (only noted in the SMG7 report and reference to the SMG7 Tdoc number). Ms Salmeron was asked to create a new directory on the server “SMG7 internal procedures” including this document.

The document is agreed.

AP.99-212 to Ms Salmeron: To create “SMG7 internal procedures” on the server, including Tdoc 7-99-212.

Tests specifications issues for plenary

7-99-150: CR to 11.10-1 on Numbering plan proposal for inclusion of CTS tests

This is the result of an AP from Alcatel. The CR was approved. The version 7.0.0 of 11.10-1 will be created.

7-99-195: Inclusion of EDGE Test cases in GSM 11.10-1

Mr Dunne presented the document. Some new RF measurements are introduced by EDGE. The document is postponed until the review in the RF subgroup.

7-99-197: Acoustic testing of MS over the air interface (CR to v4 of 11.10-1)

Mr Nguyen explained that Tdoc 7-99-198 & 199 are the corresponding CRs for v5 and V6 of 11.10-1, respectively. This is a new method of test that it will be included in the 11.10-1. This issue will be discussed again at the RF subgroup.

Mr Fenn said that it will be good to inform TC-STQ about this .

The document is conditionally agreed to the review of the RF sugbroup.

7-99-147: CR to 11.56 on CTS-FP special conformance testing functions

The document will be discussed by the RF subgroup. It is presented for information. Can this be included in 11.56 or a new specification is necessary? Mr Recouvreux suggested to include this in a LS to SMG2 telling them to include this in one of their specifications or create a new one.

The document will be review by the RF subgroup, if no problems are found, Mr Dia will make a LS to SMG2.

AP.00-147 to Mr Dia: To write LS to SMG2 in relation to Tdoc 7-99-147.

7-99-138: CTS Fixed Part Conformance Specification (GSM 11.56)

Mr Dia suggested to approve this as a first step and to add the missing paragraphs later. An editorial comment was made by Mr Fenn. The document will be reviewed by signalling and RF subgroup in Tdoc 7-99-221.

7-99-139: Annex 1 (Normative) Reference test methods

Mr Dia explained this is the first annex of 11.56. The document will be reviewed by the RF subgroup.

7-99-140: Annex 3 Test SIM Parameters

Mr Dia explained this is the third annex of 11.56. The document will be reviewed by the signalling subgroup. The document was withdrawn.

7-99-141: Annex 4 Test equipment

Mr Dia explained this is the last annex of 11.56. The document will be reviewed by the RF subgroup.

7-99-114: Impact of the Spectrum Mask relaxation for EDGE on non-EDGE terminals

Mr Nguyen explained that this document includes some SMG2 EDGE papers presenting the information and simulation results on the relaxation of Spectrum Mask for EDGE. The conclusion was that the impact on non-EDGE terminals would be very small. The document is just for information.

9.
Regulatory issues

7-99-111: GSM 13.01 v1.1.0 for approval

Ms Salmeron presented the document. The convenor said that if this document is approved, it will replace TBR19 and TBR31. There is no sense to update TBR19 & 31 since no new CTR is going to be issued. The convenor explained that once the R&TTE directive comes into force it is possible to continue using this document for presumption of conformity.

Some editorial changes were done related to the phase (Phase 2+ should be replaced by Phase 2) used in the document. The document is approved conditionally to the approval of Tdoc 7-99-119 by the signalling subgroup and then will be presented to SMG plenary for approval.

We will propose that SMG freeze TBR19 Ed 6 and TBR31 Ed.

The revisions will be included in Tdoc 7-99-222 which was approved.

7-99-112: GSM 13.02 v1.0.0 for approval

The document was approved. The document will be presented to SMG for approval leaving the maintaining of TBR20 and TBR32.

7-99-113: Merged TBR 19 + 31 rationalised according to R&TTE

Mr Fenn explained that Draft F is not the last version of the guide. It is not very clear which version will be agreed. The convenor said that there is also a Steering Committee that tries to unified the ETSI outputs to the Commission in Brussels.

The convenor said that a lot of work has to be done on this document. If we have time some work will be done on it during the subgroups.

The following changes were proposed:

· What to do with the test under 3.3? The sentence “Requirements under [3.3]……. Is added.

· The organisation of the essential requirements have been changed so there is some editorial work to be done.

· The foreword specified in the guide shall be included.

· The standard is only applicable to version 4. Delete the other references in the Foreword.

Some contributions on how to manage the standards for Phase 2+ are welcomed. Two possibilities:

· One standard for each version

· Only one standard with increasing features.

· The editorial note under 1.17 is deleted.

· The note under 13.3-2 is deleted.

In RF and signalling subgroup, the points indicated on the documents are to be discussed. The document will be discussed again on Friday.

7-99-117: Draft F of EG 201 399 (1999-05)

It is not very clear if draft F or E of the guide will be approved. This may be clarified in the next TG6 meeting (June).

The convenor highlighted the table A.2 “Technical Phenomena” and that GSM falls under column A.

7-99-118: R&TTE final text (1999-01)

The version published in the Official Journal is on document 7-99-218.

7-99-182: Status report from the GPRS drafting group

This is the report from last meeting in Sophia. Some problems related to the high number of CRs for GPRS and to the higher work load were raised. Mr Ronbeck explained that all the testcases they are doing are in addition to the circuit switch test cases. A lot of discussion has been done on loopback.

Some discussion about the size of the 11.10 was done. Mr Hu proposed to have the new releases only including the different parts (not full copy and paste). Mr Recouvreux asked for contributions from the delegates. The problem with the Public Enquiry will be considered by SMG7.

AP.99-182 to all: Contributions on how to handle the new releases of 11.10

7-99-183: Report from the EDGE ad-hoc meeting

This is the report from the Joint meeting SMG2-EDGE in Paris. Not many delegates attended the meeting, new contributions are welcomed. It was agreed that most of the test can be written in the 11.10 traditional way. Some of the RF test will be discussed in the RF subgroup. Up to now, only Motorola, Ericsson and Hewlett Packard are involved in the test cases.

Nothing to report from ASCI since there was no meeting.

7-99-223: Status report from the GPRS drafting group in Edinburgh

Mr Ronbeck presented the document where a summary of the discussed issues is included. It was also noted that frequency hopping is used as default condition.

7-99-148: Draft HS under RTTED (CTS-FP Radio part)

Document for information. Trying to identify the necessary requirements under the R&TTE Directive. The document will be treated in the RF subgroup.

7-99-203: LS from SMG9 on SIM Application Toolkit Test Specification

An answer to SMG9 is necessary. There is not sense to write the test cases in SMG7 because the experts will not come. SMG7 agrees with having the work done at SMG9 but some co-ordination is needed since SMG9 has the technical knowledge but regulatory knowledge is also necessary. Some more time is needed for SMG7 to give more details. The LS will be included in Tdoc 7-99-220. Mr Recouvreux will do it. This is included in point 15 of the report.

Some information about the number of versions of 11.10 was requested by the new delegates. Mr Recouvreux explained that there are three versions: 4, 5 and 6. In last SMG7 meeting, version 7 was agreed, which will be created from the latest version 6.

· To avoid to present different CRs for the different versions is possible to have deltas. Then only one CR is necessary.

· Right now a separated CR is needed for each version. It is recommended to include them in the same Tdoc.

11.56.

The structure has been review by RF and signalling subgroups, some changes have been agreed to it. Mr Dia proposed to present the document for approval to SMG. This must be done also in base to the milestones specified in the Work Item database.

7-99-186: Issues relating to EDGE test modes

Mr Dunne presented the document. He explained that there is an asymmetry between up-link and down-link, however this doesn’t seem to be a problem for the testing of E-GPRS. Three options to realise BER measurements were proposed in Paris. Hewlett Packard proposed to use option 3. There is not a complete agreement in the RF subgroup about this proposal. The document is noted and will be further discussed in EDGE.

7-99-220: LS to SMG9 on Response to 9-99-189 (7-99-203)- SIM Application Toolkit Test Specification

Mr Recouvreux presented the document. Mr Fenn suggested some editorial changes and proposed to present this also at SMG. The revisions were included in Tdoc 7-99-249.

7-99-195: Inclusion of EDGE Test cases in GSM 11.10-1

The revised document 7-99-234 has been agreed by the RF subgroup. The CR is agreed.

It was proposed to have only one 11.10 including all the test cases. The selection of the test cases can be done using an applicability table. Test cases that are different in different versions will have to be duplicated. The version of 11.10 will be last one.
