4.7.2	Service management


The MExE MS shall supports the ability to determine which services are transferred to, resident, configured or executing on the MS.  The information relating to the services shall includes (as a minimum) the name and version.


The user shall be able to permit or deny specific services from functioning determines whether services are permitted on the MExE MS via the user profile.
