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MExE is very pleased that SUN is positively responding to MExE's request for Java APIs. The schedule and description of API categories is good.





MExE would like to suggest that JavaPhone reference JTAPI and JTAPI mobile, and also specify what parts are mandatory.





JTAPI has several ways to do the same thing, and it is difficult for application developers to know how to use JTAPI. It would be beneficial if applications can make assumptions about the implementation of JTAPI and JTAPI mobile within the context of JavaPhone.





MExE may send further comments on the liaison statements, e.g. about the "required", or "optional" fields in tdoc 4M99-060. It is our intention to have fully considered comments back to JavaPhone by the end of June.





MExE security relies critically on secure interaction between the JVM and user profiles within the MExE terminal and the user. There are certain operations that applications should only be able to perform if they have been authorised explicitly by the user or implicitly by the user profile. Strict access control to the user profile for applications is also required. MExE will make their requirements in this area clear in an update to MExE API requirements doc, but for the present wish to give SUN advance notice on this issue. SUN are asked to inform MExE of their plans for developments providing the type of API functionality described above.





MExE would like to see a more detailed description of the Datagram API.





MExE is interested to know


how SIM functionality, such as the pin code feature and SIM presence, is supported by JavaPhone?


how SIM phonebook, and associated call barring/activation, is supported by JavaPhone?


is mobile telephony network support optional, mandatory, or not supported?


how data calls are supported?


does mobile telephony includes SMS point to point and cell broadcast?


the meaning of "additional" Personal Java packages in tdoc 4M99-060.


the security restrictions placed on the user profile?





MExE would like to suggest that the user profile API should be abstracted from the issue of the location of the data.
