Serial number: ok, it is not  required any more.





Software number: With software we mean a device-specific software, i.e. firmware, e.g. the operating system which has been used when implementing low-level software in the phone (e.g. handling the network signalling). This may be different from the operating system which has been used for application-level implementation. Therefore OSVendor/Osversion –parameters are not sufficient  to clearly indicate the software versions to a server. Software number value is preferably a digit value.





Supported Bearers: It is not only the current bearer, which we are interested in but the server, from where a new application is downloaded, would like to know the bearers the terminal is able to support in order to select the right version of the application. E.g. there may be different versions of applications available, which are able to use different bearers when installed into the terminal. There is no use in sending a version to a terminal which would use bearers, which the terminal cannot support. E.g. application for GPRS to a terminal which only supports SMS/USSD etc.





MExESpec: value is the format n.nn, where n is a number from 0 to 10. E.g. 7.0.
