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Reply to Questions from SUN on KVM & Profiles


We greatly appreciate the questions that were posed by Gary Adams. Here are some answers to the questions.

> (1) how many additional classmark profiles are being considered for MExE 99 standardization and what requirement you would have on those configurations.

No proposals for additional classmarks in R99 have been made at this time. 

> (2) Will all classmark devices require WAP browser support?

There is no general MExE requirement that all classmarks support a WAP browser.  However, the MExE requirements state that MExE should  provide the user with a more sophisticated user interfaces (e.g. browser-like) with a rich variety of MMI concepts to control and invoke services (i.e. softkeys, icons, voice recognition etc.)"

> (3) Are there specific memory size targets anticipated in the different device profiles?

MExE places no requirements on memory size. This is ultimately up to the manufacturer.

> (4) What math functions are required in a configuration to satisfy the  platform security needs?

MExE places no requirements on math functions outside what is in the Personal Java spec for Java classmark devices. Math support is ultimately up to the manufacturer.

The MExE group would further like to understand the time frames for the KVM and related wireless profile specifications. The time frame for the completion of any MExE-99 related specifications is by the end of November. The specifications are expected to be completed and released by December 17, 1999. The MExE group would also like to understand the support of MExE requirements such as security in the new KVM specifications.  The MExE group believes that newly emerging technologies will enable the introduction of new classmarks.

We look forward to the continued co-operation with SUN, and are looking forward to completion dates for the KVM and related work items.
