ADN

The ADN feature is based on the ADN functionality as defined in GSM 11.11 [x]. Additional features are identified in the following subclauses. An entry shall consist of a record in an ADN file and optionally additional records, which are placed in different EFs.  In the latter case, a mechanism shall be defined to link all records in the same entry. 
9.2.1 Support of two names fields per entry
Two name fields per entry may be supported (for example to allow for two different representations of the same name, e.g. in Japanese),

9.2.2 Support of Multiple phone numbers per entry
It should be possible to have multiple phone numbers (e.g. office, home, fax, mobile or pager) per entry. In addition to that,  information for identifying those attributes are needed. 

9.2.3 Support of email address

It should be possible to have email addresses stored in conjunction with ADN entries. In addition to that,  information for identifying these addresses is needed. 

9.2.4 Support of User definable groupings

Each ADN entry should be able to be grouped into a set of groups defined by the user (e.g. business, private, etc).

9.2.5 Support of secret entries

There should be a means to designate ADN entries as secret. An extra CHV may be required for this.

9.2.6 Mode of alerting

This is for further study.

9.2.7 Number of entries

It should be possible to store more than 500 entries.

9.3
Storage of call details

The USIM may provide storage for call detail information. The call detail information consists of the following attributes:

-
Mobile terminated calls


Calling party number, date and time, calling party’s name and status of call (i.e. answered or missed), time duration and charge.

-
Mobile originated calls


Called party number, date and time, called party’s name, time duration and charge.
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
