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1. Background

In a multi-application environment, a flexible application selection method is an obvious requirement. 
The AID is used to explicitly select an application in a multi-application smart card, e.g. a USIM application (there may be more than one) or a GSM application on the same card. AIDs need to be managed for 3GPP application. An AID consists of an RID (Registered Application Provider Identifier) and a PIX (Proprietary application identifier extension). In the case of telecommunications cards issued by ETSI, the RID is the unique ETSI RID followed by the PIX. Currently, two applications have been registered [GSM and SIM Application Toolkit]. Details are specified in ETSI guide EG-201 220.
2. Issues

 2-1 Who can administer AIDs for 3GPP applications?

       “Administer” means getting an RID from ISO/IEC and maintenance of AIDs.

       The RID (Registered Application Provider Identifier) 

 2-2 Cost.

    To get an RID, we believe that these will be substantial.

    Also required are on-going cost of the maintenance of AIDs.

3. Possibility and issues.

 3-1 Case of 3GPP administrates AIDs for the USIM applications.

     3GPP organization should be as follows to get RID: 

- a corporate entity or its subsidiaries operating under a specific legislative regulation, 

       -an international organization in charge of specification of IC card applications; .

       3GPP  should have AID maintenance organization.

3-2 Case of a current partner standards bodies administrates AIDs for the USIM applications.

    One of the current partner standards bodies (possibly ETSI) administrates the AIDs for the   USIM applications.

3-3 Each partner standard body administrates their AID with RID getting from ISO.

3GPP defines a common format for the PIX for USIM applications, ensuring that the PIX can define the card issuer/application provider uniquely in order to avoid the situations of AID duplication, or requiring the application provider to register a specific PIX for their own USIM implementation.
