T3z000110 contains the draft agenda. The agenda was approved with the addition of a new item to review the report of the last meeting. It can be found in annex B of this report.

Review of report from last T3/WAP forum ad hoc meeting

The approved report of the last meeting (held in Cassis, France, 2nd May 2000) is contained the SMG9 document, 9‑00‑0212 (an SMG9 document since GSM 11.14 had been under the responsibility of SMG9 at the time). It has already been approved by email following the meeting. The report is also available as an attachment to the LS in T3z000115. The report was noted.
5
Review of liaisons statements involving WAP / (U)SIM toolkit interaction

T3z000115 is an LS from newSMG9 "Priority of ME resources for WAP and SIM toolkit applications". This LS had been generated during the June newSMG9 meeting as a result of the interaction issues identified during the joint newSMG9/WAP forum meeting in Cassis, France, 2nd May 2000. Some concerns had been raised in SMG9 about the conclusion of that meeting that SAT application should have priority over WAP in all activities using handset resources such as display and keyboard etc. newSMG9 therefore decided to seek the opinion of S1 and T2 and thus generated the LS in T3z-000115. 

T3z000116 and T3z000114 are responses from S1 and T2 respectively to the LS mentioned above. In T3z000116, S1 agrees that the issue has to be address in release 99 and so proposes a two step approach. For release 99, they propose to add new requirements to TS 22.101 for the support for handling of interactions between toolkits concerning the access to UE  MMI input/output capabilities. i.e. "whenever an application (e.g. a SAT/MExE/WAP application) requires the access to the UE MMI input/output capabilities (e.g.  display, keyboard,… ), the UE shall grant this access subject to the capabilities of the UE. This shall not cause the termination of any other applications (e.g. WAP browser or MExE/SAT application) which were previously using these UE resources. The UE shall give the user the ability to accept or reject the new application.". For release 2000, they suggest that a more flexible solution should be investigated in line with the T2 work on the "Terminal Local Model". In T3z000114, T2 agrees with the S1 approach, but propose some minor modifications to the CR. In T3z000117, T3 agree in principle to the S1 change, but some concerns that the user will need to have knowledge about the different application environments which may be confusing to some users. The ad hoc reviewed all the above LSs and made several conclusions:

-
the requirements should not be restricted to MMI access

-
it should be clarified that it shall not be possible to suspend a SIM toolkit application while a terminal response is pending

It was agreed that Tim Evans would draft a CR to S1 informing them of these conclusions. 

T3z000113 is LS from T2 regarding a change they have made to their draft specification "Terminal Local Model". This is in response to T3 comments about the section on "Interaction between Core ME functions and Bearer Independent Data Transfer Service". The LS was noted.

6
Presentation of case study

T3z000112 contains a presentation of a case study on data exchange between a WAP application and a SIM toolkit application. The case study had been presented at the previous ad hoc meeting, but this updated version includes a technical solution. The proposal involves the specification of  new command call LOCAL DATA UPLOAD. It was questioned why a new command was needed since the example given in T3z000112 could be achieved by other methods which are currently available. It was clarified that a new command would be the only way to avoid the use of proprietary solutions. During a discussion of the document the following points were noted:

-
it was proposed that SIM toolkit applications should be distinguishable from other (less secure) applications;

-
SIM toolkit application should be able to "appear" during a WAP session;

Two different methods were proposed:

-
command / response method;

or

-
the bearer independent solution in which the network sets up a channel (using the bearer independent feature) with ENVELOPE command as specified in GSM 03.48

The latter method appeared to be more promising since it provided a more flexible solution. Two main open issues were identified with the latter method:

-
a mechanism for getting TAR value is needed;

-
a better authentication procedure needed.

It was agreed to develop further proposals in line with the bearer independent solution.

7
Discussion on security concerns

T3z000118 is discussion document in which clarification is requested about the different modes of starting browser. It questions whether  the “Proxy/gateway ID data object” included in the LAUNCH BROWSER command, match with the “Proxy Name”? It was noted that the WAP specification defines a "Proxy ID" and an associated "name". It was concluded that the document requires further discussion at the next T3 or T3 WAP/SAT ad hoc.

Proposal for CR to GSM 11.14 / TS 31.111 on WAP / (U)SIM toolkit interaction

T3z000121 contains the first draft of a CR to specify a new command called ENVELOPE (DOWNLOAD VIA CHANNEL). During a review of the draft CR in T3z000121, the following outstanding issues requiring action were identified:

-
definition of channel identifier;

-
definition of TAR;

-
definition of data format;

-
buffer size;

-
address;

-
bearer- should be passed down Also need to define a WAP bearer or a local environment bearer;

-
other open channel parameters

It was agreed that this CR should be used as the basis for further proposals.
