Andrew Bennett is a Senior Manager in the 5G Standards organisation in Samsung R&D UK since January 

2017. He is responsible for the Core Network standards strategy and is the head of delegation for the Samsung 

SA2 delegation. Andrew has more than 29 years of experience in the telecoms industry, working in research and 

development, and standardization. Prior to Samsung, Andrew worked at Alcatel-Lucent from 1989 to 2012, and 

at Cisco from 2012 to 2016.  

Before his involvement in SA2, Andrew attended CN5 (CT5), making significant contributions to the 

development of the joint 3GPP OSA and Parlay standard. He acted as the Parlay Framework Working Group 

chair during this period and was recognized by The Parlay Group for his contribution to the development of 

Parlay 3.0.
