GSMA TSGIoT is pleased to announce the official commencement of the work aimed at defining NB-IoT NTN Test Specifications and Test Cases.

This significant initiative represents a crucial step in advancing the development and standardization of IoT technologies, tailored explicitly to NTN scenarios, by defining comprehensive and standardized test cases for UE, we aim to ensure seamless interoperability, reliability, and optimal performance of IoT devices operating within NTN environments.

GSMA TSGIoT group has initiated a Work Item to expedite the definition of Rel-17 NB-IoT NTN Test Specification. This approach aims to expedite the test cases definition process while aligning with the finalized recommendations of RAN5. This will help to align subsequent steps in Global Certification Forum (GCF) groups, Steering Group (SG) and Conformance Agreement Group (CAG), to speed up the certification process and for timely commercialization of chipsets and modules.
Some key features from Release 15 and Release 16 (e.g., EDT, PUR etc.) have been identified as relevant for NB-IoT NTN.
In regards to the status of the test cases developed by 3GPP RAN5 for NB-IoT Release 15 and Release 16, GSMA TSGIoT has the following understanding:
· Test cases for NB-IoT Release 15 features: 
· Test Cases for EDT have been developed by RAN5.
· Unclear if other test cases for other features have also been developed.
· Test cases for NB-IoT Release 16 features: 
· RAN5 has not developed any test case for NB-IoT Release 16

1. Can 3GPP confirm that the above understanding of the status of the test cases in Release 15 and 16 is correct or please amend/correct the status.
2. Can 3GPP advise GSMA TSG about its intention to develop test cases for NB-IoT Release 16 or any missing test cases for NB-IoT Release 15.
