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	Reason for change:
	In current spec, the egrees link determination procedure text is specifed in a way that the L2 U2U relay UE determining the egress link solely depends on the UE IDs, w/o considering the ingress PC5 link. This has put a stricter requirements on UE ID allocaiton that every UE ID pair is allocated per directional end-to-end link and cannot be reused by the other direction, or any other e2e links. In other words, the local ID pairs assigned to each remtoe UE must be completely orthogonal.

However, RAN2 only agrees that the local ID allocaiton is completely up to relay UE implemetation, and has not agreed on the above restriction.

	RAN2#123bis agreement:
The UE ID assignment for U2U remote UEs is up to U2U relay UE implementation, i.e., no specification impact on how to assign the local ID is needed.




To fix this error, we think the current procedure text of egress link determination needs to be relaxed so that the relay UE only need to check against the local ID allocaitons towards a single remote UE without checking all the local ID configurations acrossing all the e2e links.
